2 Plans F and G also have a high deductible option which require first paying a plan deductible of $2,800 before the plan begins to
pay. Once the plan deductible is met, the plan pays 100% of covered services for the rest of the calendar year. High deductible plan
G does not cover the Medicare Part B deductible. However, high deductible plans F and G count your payment of the Medicare Part B
deductible toward meeting the plan deductible.

Exclusions (not covered by any

The Medicare Supplement Select
hospital network

To receive full Medicare Supplement Select benefits,
an individual must obtain non-emergency Medicare
Part A hospitalization services from one of the network
hospitals. If a provider does not have admitting
privileges to a network hospital, the individual must
have a primary doctor referral to another doctor who
has admitting privileges to a network hospital. Or, the
individual may choose another doctor who can admit
them to a network hospital.

If an individual receives non-emergency inpatient
hospital services at a non-network hospital, and the
services could have been provided at a network hospital
in your service area, then they will be responsible

for payment of the Medicare Part A deductible and
applicable coinsurance charges.

If an individual moves outside of the hospital network
service area, they may continue to use a network
hospital. If the move is permanent and it is no longer
convenient to use a network hospital, then the individual
will have the opportunity to convert to a non-select
Medicare Supplement policy.
