stations, new playground equipment and gym enhancements in both Uniontown and Fort
Scott School Districts!

Finding #2: 58% of survey respondents saw room for improvements with adequate street lighting.

Action being taken: We began addressing community
concerns about the lack of lighting by adding new lights at the
Riverfront Park and FSCC. We hope that these improvements
will make your outdoor experience more pleasant. (Figure 2).

We are seeing success in our work to increase access to
physical activity and tobacco-free space. We now have ten
bikes available in five different locations for our bike share
program. Our work will continue with a focus on increasing
access to healthier food options. “Promoting locally produced
food and increasing access to food outlets builds a stronger
workforce and a more resilient economy.”
